Liberty Corner Presbyterian Church (LCPC), a suburban New Jersey congregation of 700 diverse
members within the Covenant Order of Evangelical Presbyterians (ECO), is excited about
continually deepening our understanding of God’s word, growing closer in fellowship, and going
more confidently into our local community and the larger world to demonstrate His Love.

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Our Commitment to Missions and Ministry
In-house Ministry:

The Children's Corner (TCC) provides care for 164 children six weeks through five years
old, as well as before and after school care for children K - 5th grade. TCC, licensed by
the State of New Jersey and accredited by Christian Schools International, is a ministry
of LCPC to serve the community.

Stephen Ministry provides love and care for people who are going through difficult times
and need someone to talk to in one-on-one relationships.

Grief Share is a 13-week seminar and support group connecting individuals who have
experienced loss.

DivorceCare is a divorce recovery support group.

Liberty ACA is a 12-step program for adults who grew up in an alcoholic or otherwise
dysfunctional home. In a mutually respectful, safe environment, participants acknowledge
their common experiences.

Shepherd's Pantry provides frozen, homemade meals for those in need.

Depression Workshops (12-week sessions)

Missions:

Honduras: The Hearts for Honduras School, started by our own congregation in 2000,
offers boys and girls of low economic resources in La Entrada, Honduras a safe haven,
family support, and well-rounded education founded on the principles in the Word of
God, preparing them for higher education and to be responsible members of the
community and nation.

Malawi: LCPC members partner with Malawi Visions, providing financial, technical and

hands-on resources to provide educational opportunities (e.g., establishing libraries)
and infrastructure (e.g., solar) to the impoverished in Malawi.

The church financially supports a large number of other regional and international
missions.

Many church members are personally involved in these and a variety of additional
missions locally and globally.

The Presbyterian Church of Liberty Corner is organized. The church’s first sanctuary is
erected.

The church’s first sanctuary is replaced with the present sanctuary.

The first Strawberry Festival is held, featuring fresh strawberries, ice cream and cake. This
tradition continued for 125 years.

The first church Homecoming is held. Featuring home-cooked dinners and attended by
members of the church and community, this tradition continued for almost 100 years.

The Christian Education Building is constructed.

The sanctuary is enlarged and renovated, and an office wing is added.

The Children’s Corner School (TCC) is founded as part of the church’s education ministry.
Stephen Ministry begins.

A group of 11 volunteers from the church makes their first trip to Honduras. Through the
church’s support, the Hearts for Honduras School is established and maintained.

Contemporary music service first offered.

The Christian Education Building is further expanded. The new space includes ten
classrooms, current church offices and a multipurpose room (Center Court) currently
used for contemporary worship and other activities.

After a congregational vote, the church disaffiliates from PCUSA and joins ECO — A
Covenant Order of Evangelical Presbyterians.
